


The Pratt Industries logo serves as the visual representation of our company and our commitment to 
sustainable business practices and products. It guides our visual identity and when used properly, enhances 
our brand recognition within the marketplace. This document serves as a guide to properly use and display 
the Pratt Industries logo and approved variations.
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The badge version of the Pratt Industries logo 
includes the “Pratt 100% Recycled” icon encircled by 
the wording “U.S. MANUFACTURER OF RECYCLED 
PAPER” and “DEDICATED TO SUSTAINABLE 
PACKAGING.”

The “Pratt 100% Recycled” icon should not be 
separated from the circle. The “TM”, and once 
registered “®”, designation should always be included 
in the upper right of the logo and should not be 
removed. No other graphics, phrases or other 
changes should be added to the logo.

The primary Pratt Industries logo includes the badge 
icon and the stacked text logo. The badge logo should 
always be located to the left of the stacked text and 
the proportions of the combined logos should always 
remain the same. The “TM”, and once registered “®”, 
designation should always be included to the top 
right of the word “Pratt”. The colors used in the 
full-color version should not be changed or reversed 
with the exception of black becoming white where 
applicable. 

There are two options for text-only logos: a stacked 
version and an in-line version. These are to be used 
in applications in which the badge logo may be too 
small and difficult to read. The “TM”, and once 
registered “®”, designation should always be included 
to the top right of the word “Pratt” on the stacked 
version and “Industries” on the in-line version. The 
colors used in the full-color versions should not be 
changed or reversed. No other graphics, phrases or 
changes should be added to these logos.

Do not add photography 
or images within the 
badge logo.

Do not add additional text 
or design elements to the 
badge logo.
